Ruger Mk Il mod available

¢ Hunter’s Education (hours instructing and preparing qualify)
¢ Anything that directly contributes to the benefit of NWSA
Members with disabilities that prevent them from performing service to the club need only let us know
using this form. Non-life members who are 70 and over are exempt from the service hour requirement.
