Service Hours reduced

The service hour requirement for renewal is reduced to 4
hours per year. This should make it so much easier for
nearly everyone to get their hours and not have to pay the
$100 surcharge.

If

over 70 or physically unable to get the hours, you can indicate
that on the hours form to be exempt from that requirement.
